Sanctions are vital in 
order to 

D halt South Africa's aggression against Angola and other African states 
C l  compel South Africa to  end its illegal occupation of Namibia 
D undermine the apartheid economy and its war machine 

The Anti-Apartheid Movement has launched a nationwide campaign on the theme Isolate Apartheid South Africa: Sanctions Now! 
It calls upon all opponents of apartheid and racism to help make 14 March the largest ever demonstration of solidarity with the 
struggle for freedom in Southern Africa. 
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
