NEVER BEFORE HAS THE NEED FOR ACTION AGAINST APARTHEID BEEN MORE
URGENT. The South African apartheid regime is committing more and
more resources to its military build-up and nuclear weapons programme.
It continues its illegal military occupation of Namibia. Its new
Constitution attempts to entrench permamently white supremacy and
strip the African majority of all citizenship rights. Investment,
bank loans, oil supplies and technology from western countries, and
especially from Britain, enables the evil system of apartheid to
survive. The resistance of the women. and men of South Africa and
Namibia, in spite of vicious repression, demands the support of
democratic people the world over.
