The tragic massacres of 18 and 20 June have exposed to the world the
continuing reality of apartheid South Africa. The ANC has withdrawn from the
talks and has called for the following :-

" = International monitoring of the violence.
m Release of all the political prisoners forthwith.

m An International Commission of Enquiry into the Boipatong Massacre and all
acts of violence.

m The immediate establishment establisment of an Interim Government of
National Unity.

m A democratically elected and sovereign Constituent Assembly to draft and
adopt a new Constitution.

The international anti-apartheid movement immediately responded to the ANC
calls for solidarity by organising protests and putting pressure on Governments.
Here in Birmingham we have had a number of protests in the town centre so far
at which we have been collecting signatures on a local petition.
