M the beginning of this month South Africa 
sxperienced the most impressive display of mass 
action in its history. Although the full impact on the 
negotiating process is not yet predictable, it is clear 
hat the ANC has confounded its critics with an 
~nparalleled demonstration of united, disciplined 
and organised protest. 

The two day national strike and three days of 
nationally co-ordinated protests which followed 
were the climax of the ANC protest actions 
spreading throughout the country in support of 
demands for majority rule and an end to the 
violence. On the 3rd and 4th of August the vast 
majority of black workers, around 90% stayed 
away from work in response to the call from the 
ANC and COSATU. On the 5th August Nelso 
Mandela led a march of 50,000 people on the Unio 
Building in Pretoria, the nerve centre of South 
African government, and tens of thousands held 
simultaneous demonstrations in cities across South 
Africa. 

The De Klerk regime is now on the defensive, both 
within South Africa and internationally. It is vital that 
the momentum of campaigning is sustained if the 
pressure is to be sufficient to compel De Klerk to 
accept a democratic settlement. There have been a 
number of significant developments at the 
international level which have helped to increase 
the pressure on the South African government and 
AAM's efforts locally and nationally have made an 
inportant contribution towards achieving this 
progress. 

In mid-July the United Nations adopted Security 
Council Resolution 765, having considered 
amongst other documents, the concluding 
statement of the 'international Hearing ix PiSt id  
Violence in South Africa' (see over). This resolution 
represented a major breakthrough for the ANC in 
that it opened the way for international monitoring of 
the violence. There has also been a shift in British 
policy - Britain voted in favour of the resolution - 
representing a breakthrough (or AAM's 
campaigning work. As a result of Resolution 765 
Cyrus Vance was appointed as UN special 
representative to South Africa and he flew out later 
in the month for discussions with all parties in order 
to draw up recornendations on measures necessary 
to end the violence. 

However, there is a danger that the UN monitoring 
of the violence will suffer the same fate as the 
National Peace Accord - well intentioned but 
ineffective. Instead, there is a need for an 
international operation which will require the 
apartheid government to surrender many powers 
which it  clings to on the grounds that it is 
sovereign state. The UN needs to remind De K l  
that he rules by a constitution which the 
Security Council declared in 1984 to be 'null 
void' . The regime has no legitimacy and the 
presence in South Africa must therefore be 
which can effectively bring an end to the violence. 

With continued internal pressure and with a 
prominent role at last being played by the 
international community. De Klerk seems ready to 
make some concesssions to open the way for a 
democratic and non-racial future for South Africa. 
The ANC is on the offensive and it is essential that 
we in the AAM maintain the momentum of our 
solidarity through the critical period ahead.

Dn 3rd August, the first day of the strike in South 
Mica, a delegation from AAM including Sheffield 
^AM chair, Richard Cabom MP, met with Baroness 
Chalker at the Foreign Office and presented a 
detailed memorandum outlining major errors in 
government policy towards South Africa. 

Although a gulf remains between M M  and the 
Government, recent shifts in Government policy 
allowed for a reasonably constructive meeting. The 
government acknowledged for the first time that 
progress had to be made to end the violence before 
negotiations could take place. This was a welcome 
move by the British Government which had 
previously prevailed upon the ANC to return t 
negotiations immediately. The Government als 
indicated that it would support a sizeabl 
international monitoring presence and woul 
respond positively to proposals arising from the 
Vance mission to South Africa. 

International Hearing 
on Political Violence 

in South Africa 
This was convened by Archbishop Huddieston, with 
the help of the M M ,  in London on 14-15th July. It 
was attended by over 200 participants from 27 
countries, including 16 experts and witnesses from 
South Africa. The hearing helped to focus 
international attention on the violence in South 
Africa and the role which the international 
community could play to help stop it. 

The hearing concluded that there is no prospect of 
bona tide negotiations taking place, as envisaged in 
the UN declaration on South Africa unless the 
international community acts immediately to: 

(i) ensure, through the establishment of 
appropriate mechanisms, not only the effective 
monitoring of the violence which would require 
wide investigative and other powers, but also 
the means to end the violence. 

(ii) apply the maximum possible pressure onto the 
South African government so that it takes 
effective steps to stop the violence on the basis 
of positions set out by the liberation 
movements as well as religious bodies trade 
unions and other organisations. 

(iii) participate fully in the prow 
new democratic order, in 
South African government from continuing to 
frustrate the achievement of genuine 
democracy. 

It was clear from the contributions of speakers that 
the people of South Africa are desperate for peace 
and justice. They shared their pain with 
participants: 

"For how many years must we travel the world 
pleading with the west to listen to our agonised 
cries'. (Rev Frank Chikane) 

The concluding statement of the hearing was 
presented to the UN Security Council meeting in 
New York the next day.
