Introduction 

The pzst year has been momntous for Southern Africa. 

The unilaterd declaration of independence in November 1965 
by the mincrity-based Smith regime in RhodesiG represented a new 
and despexats bid on the part of the forces of apartheid to crezlx 
a white-dominated Southern Africa bloc, linked by a common rcce 
a d  colonialist policy; and to hold tkis rich area by the force of 
arms. As events over the pest year have shom, UDI was not m 
aberration on the part of a small group of frightened men. It was 
another step in the process of secling off the region of Southern 
Africa as a zone of white privilege, the 1-0-ts of which  ere to be 
sought in the aggressive South African apartheid system and in the 
support given to that systen by the great powers, principally, 
Britain and the United States. These developments have transformed 
the neture of the problec of apartheid : it has assumed a new urgent) 
and dimension threatening to en@f tine whole of Africa in a race 
war and to divide the world along race lines. 

By their open support for the illegal Smith regime, South Africzt,: 
rulers heve shom thenselves determined to extend their evil influence 
and policies over the entire arca of Southern Africa. They are bert 
on creating white-doninated dictatorships over the region's 33 millicr. 
African pcpulation. Already Rhodesia has become an economic depend- 
ency of South Africa. In the mandated territory of South West Afr-i.~?~ 
South Africa's rulers h ~ v e  taken advantage of the International Court 
judgnent and continue their colonid subjugation of the South West 
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African pecple. South Africa has joined with Portugal in f n -  
reaching p o l i t i c d  b d  nili6xry.mrmie~tents to en$Pertch their hold 
over sbuthern Africa. Inside - in South ,Africa, 'bqjo~a, Mozambique 
and Rhodesia - torror, iptinidation m d  police violence reign on an 
unprecedent~d scale. The struggle for freedom m d  denocracy has 
met with brute1 repression; thousands of freedom fighters are held 
in prison, in m n y  cases without trial. In all these territories 
ths rule of lav h2.s virtually ceased to exist a d  every opportunity 
for pe2ceful progress towards denocracy has been destroyed. Eben 
the appeals and exhortations of the internztional cornunity and the 
United Nations has been defimtly ignored. 

South Africa 

The intern=tional iaplications of these developments aze pro- 
f oundly serious. They heve severely -aggrav~.ted relations between 
nations and threctzn to undermine confidence in the United Nations 
and its ability to carry out its responsibilities. The apartheid 
question has alrccdy divided the ~orld along race linee : the opp- 
ressim of m2sses of people on pounds of 'race and colcur is a 
p~xticulzrly virulsnt fern of colonidisn. Those nations who by 
their zctions ancl policies continus to tolerate apartheid South Africa 
in the internaticnzl politiccl systen are in fact arid in deed coll- 
aborzting and encourq+g this colonialism. 

What energes most clearly in the pest year is thzt the consol- 
idatim of thc ~p~rtheid regime has been possible only because of 
the support and protection received from the Vestern great powers. 
The support which these powers give to the apartheid regimes in 
southcrn Mricz take a thousand different fcrm : they obstruct 
every internation~l effort to isolate apartheid, they give these 
regincs diplomtic support, extend investnent and general econonic 
support, provide then with the blue-prints and the cnpital to manu- 
facture CV~S, exch~n~e nilit<nry personnel -md information etc. etc. 
Vithout these supports the apzrtheid system would have long collapsed 
under the weight of the peoplet S freedom struggle. 

Britxi.nvs Policy 

In its 1965 Annual Report, the Anti-Apartheid Movenent warned 
the-t Britain was Its tep-by-S teptl joining t;le forces of apmtheid and 
race reaction. The past year has mply proved the correctness of 
this view. V7e have seen this country exercising its responsibilities 
in Rhodesiz in a way as to protect the illegal Smith regime and to 
permit South Africa to provide support for this regime - thus enabling 
it to survive. Mr. Vilson has admitted that Britain Ifhas been pro- 
tecting Rhodesi~. mcl carrying the c m  for this .tl By refusing to 
exercise Brit2in1s sovereign povers in Rhodesia m d  by obstructing 
every sff ort in the Cormonweal th and .at the United Nations f @r de- 
cisive actions, the Rhodesian 'racist regime has nmzged to last out 
for a full yez.r with growing pospects of remaining in power for 3 



fu r the r  prolmged periocl. The past  ye= has seen successive B r i t i s h  
r e t r zc t i ons  of i t s  pronises -md undertakings on Rhodesia. The

Ifsix  principle^^'^ on which Br i t a in  stood f c r  a s e t t l m e n t ,  h ~ v e  now 
l c s t  r ~ l l  t h e i r  fo rce  as a r e s u l t  of the  r e fu sa l  of htr. 'Jilson t o  
acknowledge the i rd i spens ib le  condit ion f o r  democracy i n  Rhodesia 
i . e .  the  devclopnent of majority r u l e  governmnt before the  grant ing 
of in2epencbnce. Not even the t h r ea t s  of Conionwealth d i s in tegra t ion  
and col lapse  hcve proved s t rong  enough to  dissuzde M r .  Wi1sonfs 
g ~ v e r m e n t  from i t s  p r ~ s e n t  d i s m  terous c m r s e  of be t r a y d  *in Rhodesia. 

The policy of bet rayal  is  e q w l l y  evident i n  B r i t a i n l s  policy 
tcwards South Africa.  I n  i t s  relz-"tions with Br i t a in ,  South Africa 
i s  very much nore ins ide  the  Cornnonwealth than outsicle. It i s  t rue  

. . t ha t  B r i t a in  imposed a l i n i t e d  embargo on the  s c l e  of cms t o  S ~ w t h  
Afric3 i n  Nove i~b~r  1964. But t h i s  enbzrgo has l o s t  a l l  s ignif icance 
i n  view ?f t h ~  growing eviclence of B r i t i s h  c?-pit21 and technical  
involvment  i n  the  expmding South African arm and mi l i t a ry  equipment 
in3ustry.  The United NEtions Specia l  Committee on Apmtheid has 
e x t e r ~ s i v e l ~ r c p o r t e c l  on the nzkure and degree of t h i s  involvment.  
F u r t l ~ e r ~  South A f r i c ~  c ~ n t i n u e s  t o  bene f i t  from p re f e r en t i a l  t r ade  
t a r i f f s  on i ts  exports  t o  Br i ta in ;  at 2 time when over 45 ccnmtries 
of the world a r c  boycotting t rzde with South Afr icc ,  B r i t c in  i s  in-  
tensi fying i ts  t r a &  2nd overa l l  econonic r e l a t i o n s  with t h a t  cowtry .

e x p l i c i t l y  p l x d  these  t e r r i t c r i e s  a t  the  mercy of South Afr icz

o r  ffguara.imship'l a s  M r .  Vorster  c a l l s  it. The f u t u r e  i n t e g r i t y  
znr1 indspenlence of these t e r r i t o r i e s  cannot b~ taken f o r  gnanted.

The Labour Gcverment has argued t h a t  i t s  d s d i n g s  with Rhodesia

i n  p m t i c u l a r  t hz t  thz economic c r i s i s  does not  permit any disrupt ion 
of ecanonic znc t rade  r e l z t i ons  with Sauth ,Afric,z. The implications 
cf t h i s  2rgricnt requ i re  t o  be noted. It rxms tha t  B r i t a in  ack- 
nowlc3ges mrl recognises th3 t  zpartheid S ~ u t h  Africa - alre2.d~ i so la ted  
2nd c ~ n d e m c d  by the  whole c i v i l i s ~ d  world - possesses a r i g h t  t o  
i l i c t a t s  thz cox l i t ions  of any sett lement i n  Rhoiiesia mfi to  determine 
the  p o l i t i c a l  ,md s o c i ~ . l  order i n  Southern Africa. Such an acknovr- 
ledge%nt on B r i t a i n ' s  pmt is i ~ m o r ~ l .  I t  puts Brit?-in decis ively  
on thz s i de  of r a c i d i s r . ~  znd apmtheid .

h o n g  the  conclusions of the Conference - t h a t  ItThe te rn ina t ion  of 
the  Mm4ate aus t  be secured by the orgpnisation of m in te rnc t iona l  
presence acceptzble t o  the people of South .Vest Africa,  preparztory 
t o  the e s t a b l i s h ~ ~ e n t  of m in<!ependent Govermmt of South Vest 
Africa. Such interm.tiona1 presence wmld requ i re  adequate 
~ i l i t a r y  and secu r i t y  fo r ce s . t t .  The c ~ n c l u s i o n s  of thc  Conference

J u 2 g s n t  of the In te rna t iona l  Court of ~ u s t i c e  at the  Hqpe  on 
South 'Jest i l f r i ca  was mnounced on J u l y  18.

We have d r a m  the  a t t e n t i o n  of the United Nations Special  
Cormittee on Apartheid t o  our statement on South Vvkst Africa. 

Anti-Apartheid News 

1. The newspaper has,  throughout i t s  second year  of publ icat ion,  
demonstrated repeatedly i ts value t o  the  Anti-Aps-rtheid Movement, 
a s  a vehicle f o r  our policy on various i s sues ,  and a s  a continuing 
source of news ?bout Southern Africa p a r t i c u l a r l y  a t  those t i n e s  
(incrcr'.singly fewer of l a t e )  when i n t e r n z t i o n d  a t t e n t i o n  has been 
f o c u s d  elsewhere. 

2. Underlining the increased i n t e r e s t  of the Mcvonent i n  Rhodesia t h i s  
pas t  yea r  the paper has c?rr ied a wealth of mater ia l  deal ing with 

*,... t h a t  country, a s  well a s  with South , jest  Africa and other  t e r r i t -  
o r i e s  neighbouring South Africa. 

3 .  It has served cis a useful  forum f o r  the  ideas  and opinions of a 
wide range of sup::.orters of the  Movement, and f o r  the  comients of 
newly-arrived refugees from South Africa.  It has ca r r ied  r epo r t s  
and a r t i c l e s  of aany profession?-! j ou rna l i s t s  working i n  the f i e l d  
of diplomatic ralr . t ions and African a f f a i r s ,  providing an opportun- 
i t y  of using sone of the  rese rvo i r  of goodwill towards the Movement 
ex i s t i ng  among j ~ u r n ~ l i s t s .  

4. The paper has again proved 2. nost  use fu l  weapon i n  the grass roo ts  
work o f  the Movment providing a point  of departure f o r  many ac t iv -  
i t i o s  by loca.1 c o m i t t e e s ,  and. providing a job ( i . e .  s e l l i n g )  f o r  
any nienbur of the Movement who f e e l s  t h a t  simply paying h i s  subs. 
i s  not enough. Sales  have again been g r e a t  i n  the un ive r s i t i e s  
(as  well ,is through l o c a l  committees) - few i n  the  t m d e  unions 
and p o l i t i c a l  pa r t i es .  

5 .  Overall ,  however, s a l e s  h2ve not increased i n  the  past  year ,  and 
t h e  burden of p r i n t i ng  and production cos t s  t o  the  Hovenent, despi te  
the  f a c t  thzt  no member of the  s t a f f  is  now f u l l y  enployecl on the 
paper, i s  growing too heavy t o  be shouldered much longer. 

There i s  a need f o r  connent, c r i t i c i sm  and prac t icz l  i n t e r e s t  
from the genern.1 membership concerning t h e i r  newspaper. The cross 
flow which should e x i s t  betwesn those who produce a. paper and those 
who read it hardly e x i s t s  with Anti-Apartheid News. The fmlts of 
the paper should be cont inual ly  pointed out by an a l e r t  membership 
which r e a l l y  cmxs  t hz t  news 2nd opinion about South Afr ica  be c i r -  
culatwl,  so t ha t  a b e t t e r  paper can be produced, e a s i e r  t o  read,  and 



above a l l  e a s i e r  t o  s e l l .  

6 .  The incr&sing prol i fc-ra t icn of journals i n  the f ie ld ,  cove-ring 
Southern Afric2 gives cause f o r  concern regarding c i r cu l a t i on  
increases  a n r l  fund-raising f o r  Anti-Apartheid Nows, however, 
u n t i l  such t i n e  2 more r a t i o n a l  plan f o r  the production of 
news by the various ant i -apar theid  groups can be worked out ,  
the problems of boosting s a l e s  and r a i s i n g  funds must 'be con- 
s i de r e1  ns pp.rc'.nount if the paper is  to  continue public-ztion.

Denmark, Sweden, Finland,  I re land ,  United S t a t e s ,  Netherlands, 
France and individuals  from S.2.A.P.O. A very usefu l  interchange 
of ideas  took place based on a document previously c i rcu la ted  and 
dealing- with the  work of the Movement. 1968, designated by the  
United Nntions ns Human Rights Year, provided a most use fu l  oppor- 
t un i t y  f o r  anti-apartheid work. Le t t e r s  and information on South 
Jes t  Africa and. Rhodesia from committees and contacts  ind ica te  
t ha t  there has been ac t i v i+y  i n t e rna t i ona l l y  on these questions. 

World Caapaign f o r  the  Release of South African p o l i t i c a l  Prisoners - 

C,-unpaigns f o r  the  r e l ea se  of M r .  I saac  Hey-nann, t h e  f i r s t  
180-day h t a i n e e ,  were crgnnised. The subsequent cour t  app l ica t ion  
by h i s  wife wns publicised anil i n t e rna t i ona l  pressure on the  180- 
day detention law was increased. Deta i l s  of the G o s ~ c h ~ l k  appl i -  
ca t ion were a l so  provided. 

The t r i a l s  of the bus workers i n  Por t  El izabeth  charged f o r  
the second t i n e  three  and a ha l f  years  l a t e r  f o r  s t r i k i n g  (a charge 
on which they ware o r i g i n a l l y  found g u i l t y  and f i ned )  , t h i s  time 
f o r  fu r ther ing  the  ?.ins of the i l l e g a l  African Niitional Congress;

Ever s i n c e  i t s  forrncition i n  1959, the  Anti-Aparthei-i Movement 
has a i m ?  at s t r i k i n g  from the  apa r the id  system the  suppor t  i t  
rcce ivos  f r m  B r i t a i n  mi! tht- o t h e r  '&stern coun t r i e s .  The Mcve- 
nent  has be l ieved th?,t a l l  i t s  work i n  suppor t  of t h i s  a i m  can and  
would provide vElus.ble a s s i s t a n c e  t o  those  i n  South A f r i c a  -rho 
stru;+e f o r  freedom and a non-rac ia l  s o c i a t y .  I n  1966 the  
Movement w a s  a c t i v e l y  drawn i n t o  t h e  campaii~n f o r  a democratic 
Rhc'lc-sia,, becr.use the  R h o h s i a n  problem i s  very  much c. p a r t  of 
the  w i d e r  problem of apar the id  and racism i n  Southern Afr ica .
