based on one-person one-vote.

If that is to be achieved the ruling
National Party of E.W. de Klerk
cannot be allowed to be both
referee and player during the
process of negotiations.

This is why the ANC and other
anti-apartheid organisations, the
churches, the trade unions, and
many in the business community
are insisting that an Interim
Government must be established
to rule South Africa during the
period of transition — a govern-
ment which all communities

will have confidence in.

And this is why the ANC, the
Commonwealth and the United
Nations are calling for the main-
tenance of trade and investment

sanctions in order to convince
President de Klerk that he must

transfer power to an Interim
Government or a similar agreed
transitional authority.

This is why the Anti-Apartheid Movement says:
Keep up the boycott of South African goods!
Support an Interim Government for South Africa now!
