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T he apartheid regime is in trouble. Despite imposing a State of Emergency, 
spending huge sums on the military and police, and ruthlessly using 

censorship, detention and torture to silence the opposition, it has failed to crush the 
liberation struggle. 

F orced to pull its army out of Angola and concede independence to neighbouring 
Namibia, the Pretoria regime is desperately trying to hold on to power at home. 

To do this, it has to reinforce its repression against the mass democratic movement - 
churches, trade unions, students, community groups. 

F inancing this repression is a growing problem for the South African regime. 
Foreign investors are already scared. Existing sanctions are increasing 

apartheid's isolation and cutting down its overseas trade. For Pretoria, that means 
less money, fewer tanks and bullets. 

E very South African apple and orange sold abroad helps finance the apartheid 
system. CAPE (apples, grapes, pears etc.) and OUTSPAN (oranges, grapefruit and 

other citrus fruits) are the key fruits to avoid. But watch out too for advocados, canned 
and dried fruit. Don't help apartheid to survive BOYCOTT CAPEAND OUTSPAW
