*Running an Education Project which will
involve a full time teacher who will prepare
educational materials about Apartheid
suitable for use in schools.

This service will also be
available to other specialist groups eg youth
clubs, womens groups, churches, trade
unions etc. This project will also encourage
educational links with the Front Line States
such as school to school and college to
college. Such contacts will be valuable in
raising awareness about Southern Africa.
