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' The Labour Government and Apartheld

- The work of the Anti-Apartheid Movement for a Brltish pollcy of oppos;tion
to apartheld and for Britain's fullest participation and support for the United
Nations in this respect has in the past received substantial support from the
Labour and Liberal Parties. When a Labour Government was elected a year ago not
only broad sections of antlaraclal opinion in this country but also thé peoples
of South Africa and the Afro-Asian world expected a congiderable advance towards
an enlightened British policy towards apartheld and the South Afrloan Verwoer&

regine,

One of the flrst acts of Mr. Wilson's Government was to announce an embargo
on the supply of arms to South Africa. But this embargo expllcltly excluded the
supply of arms under "existing contracts" and, as we now know, under the various
secret provisions of the Simonstown military agreement between the two countries,
As a result of these exclusions a substantial volume of arms shlpments have bheen
pode to South Africa in the past year: the Buccanesr naval bombers Supplied
carry British obllgatlons to provide spares and nalntenanne equlpment well into
~the 1970's,

& :

South African military personnel are still being trained in Britain and
nothing has been done to discourage the growing flow of British capital and
technical know-how and British skilled manpower intc South Africa for the develop-

- ment of its armaments and aircraft industry. Top British military, naval and air
force personnel visited South Africa as part of a "normal" Imperial Defence College
course, while Britain tralns South African nuclear scientists in her miclear
establishments.

These developmenté have undermined the amms embargo to the point of re~estabe
llshlng the status-quo in Anglo~Scuth Afrlcan relations in this respect.

The actlons of the Labour Government have been a severe dlsappointment to
all opponents of apartheid, especially those nillions of South Africans who in
the past have drawn strength and inspiration from the suppert Mr. Wilson and other
Labour leaders gave to the anti-apartheid struggle. They cannot but help feeling
© badly let down.
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When the armg embargo decision was ammounced in Noverber 1964 the AAM
igssued a statement expressing dismay and concern; explaining that the linited
charascter of the embargo did nct fulfill the terns of the UN Security Council
rescluticn of December 196% and the embargoe's exclusicns prOV1ded South Africa
with ample locpholes for continued imports of arms and military equipment from
Britain and for British facilities for the training of South African mllltary

personnel

The AAM's warning proved correct. The Labour Government recently agreed
to supply South Africa with a quantity of military vehicles, following the
United States! and Canadian Governments' refusal to pemit these orders being
plaged in their countries. This not only made nonsense of the British émbarge
but actually undermined the embargoes being pursued by other countriess

At the United Notions and in other international organisations British
representatives continue to cbstruct the adoption of anti-apartheid policies
and resolutions, while in matters of trade the present Government has 1nten91f1ed
its relations with the Scuth African apartheid regime. T

Although South Africa has long since ceased to be part of the Commonwealth
its exports to this country continue.to enjoy Cormonwealth tariff preference..
In February last the Board of Trade's Parliamentary Secretary declared, in reply
to a gquestion in the House of Lords, that "... we are proud to trade with South
Africa. Make no mistake about that." At a tinme when well over half the nations
of the world are actively boycotting Scuth Afriga in fulfillment of their obliga~
tions to the United Natiocns, this shaneful statement by a member of the British
Government indicates cur fullest collaboration with and supvort for apartheid.

The British Government has also refused to join in rendering support to the
victins of apartheld through the UN-recommended Defence & Aid Fund, despite the
fact that many other Govermments are now dolnb this, including those of Holland
and Sweden, o . -

The stepwhyustep retreat of: the Labour Government from its commitments over
the years to support the anti-apartheid struggle has given new impetis t¢ the
Verwoerd Government to extend its apartheid policies to every field of life and
to grush the forces of denccracy and freedom through unparalleled leglslatlon and
police violence.

The Situatfon in South Africa

Tt is useful to note here the salient. facts of 1ife for the majorify of
Scuth Afrlca's populatlon under the apartheid systenm:

Tt is a criminal offence for a black man to own property or 1and _or

to eccupy it without permission of the white man. This applies to all
but 2.4 per cent of the land area,desigmated as the "natural honeland"
for over 11 million Africans. The remaining 87 per cent of the land
area, except for a few pockets for Indian and Coloured occupation, is
the "natural homeland" of the 3% million Whites.,

Education takes up 4,07 of the national income but only 0.42 per cent
is spent om African education, despite.the fact that there were 350,000
nore African children at school in 1963 than in all other schools for
White, Indian and Coloured children.
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The average annual income per héad of the populatlon is £56 for

Africans, and £624 for Whites, The infant mortality rate: per
1,000 blrths is 200+ for Afrlcans, and. 27 for Thltes.

Qut of a total populatlon of 16 nillion the average yearly prison
population is now 70,000, @ This ie more than double the British
figure, although our population is over 50 million. 55,000 of
those in prison are Afriecan, 12,000 are Ccloured and 3,000 White.
Up tc 1960, 68 people were henged a year. In 1963 thig figure
reached 120 and last year it was 89. (The British flgure, before
the Homicide 4é%, was 13 per yeer);’

Banning orders, deportatlons house—arrest 90—day detentlon, and
now 180-day detention (for potential State w1tnesses) are weapons
in the armoury of Vorster's Security Police used to crush all
oppositicn to apartheids The conditions under whlch people are
detained have driven several to. sulolde. : .

A forner Supreme Court Judge, speaklnb of the conditions applied
to detention under the 180-day law in South Africa, asked "....
are-we not going back to the Middle iges, substituting such
confinement for the rack and thumb-screw which were used in that
perdod?”

;nternational Action ageinst Apartheid

. The 1mp110atlons of South Africa's apartheld p01101es and the massive arms
bu11d»up in recent years for the peace and security of Africa and the werld have
been freguently examined by the United Nations as well as by the African States.
-They are all convinced that the continuaticn. of aapartheid with all its instruments
of arms and viclence constitutes a grave threat to international peace and security.
It makes a war between the races inevitable. This led the United Nations to-a
seriocus consideration of imposing economic sanctions against apartheid., But as is
well-kriown its adoption as an effective pollcy has been persistently obstructed
by the Western states, In 1964 the Security Council set up an "Expert Committee"
to study the feasibility of sancticns, and in particular its effectiveness on the
South African’ econony, . The report of the Expert Committee issued earlier this
yeax -substantislly supports the findings of the Internaticnal Conference on
Economic Sanctions held in London in April 1964, sponsored by the AAM, This Teport
is now expected to be discussed by a rieeting of the Security Council, For the
Council to move forward towards collective international sanctions against apartheid
it is imperative that the AAM maintains a high order of public activity in this
country, We. must ensure that British policy at the United Natlons ceases to be
obstructuve on the cruclal matter of ¢conomic sanotlons.

In the meantime the need to proceed in other dlrectlons against apartheid is
particularly urgent., The UN Special Committee in its important report of August
1965 (eddressed to the General Assembly) recomrended a programme of United Nations!
action which, withcut prejudice to the urgent implementation of an embargo on
trade, calls for.

An end to all political trials and an amnesty for all politlcal
prisohers in South Africay.
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Full compliznce by all nenberwstates, "without restrictive
and unilgteral interpretation', in the decisions of the ‘
Security Council for ending the sale and shipment to South -
Africa of arms, arrunition, military vehicles, equirment and
material required for the donestic manufacture of amms.

Folitical prisoners

In Novenmber 1964 an intensive campaign for the releage of South African
political prisoners culminated in a packed Central Hall meeting in London, -
Mrs, Hilda Bernstein drew attention to the treatment of political prisoners
in en inmprossive and moving speech ~ she has since addressed meetings all
over this country on this issue. Protests were organised throughout the year
when we heard about the executions of Mini, Khayinga and Mkaba, and John Harris.
Recently we drew attention to the conditions under whick Issy Heyrmann was

. imprisgned. . There have been many published reports of police torture of
politieal prisoners. The South African Government is trying hard to guppress
these reports by prosecuting those who have published the information.

-

Representatiofts to Governments

Following the Government decision in November 1964 to embargo arms supplies
to South Africa the AAM issued a stetement calling for a conplete ban on the
export of armements to South ifrica. It sent cables t¢ the Governments of West
. Germany &nd France requesting them not to accept orders which would ctherwise
have been placed in Britain. France did not reply but the West Gormen Ermbassy
informed our office that "they do not supply South Africa with any military
equipnent”, We have requested written comfirnation of this but have received
nong. On March 8th a lobby of Parliament was held; a large nunmber of MPs
discussed at great length the various points nmade by our nembers., We also
. distributed 30,000 "Sharpeville" postcards for nertbers to send to the Prime

“Minister. . ' '

Cricket: In April and lay we undertock to organise a major canpaign of
protest against the tour of the all-white South African crickcters who
arrived in London in June, FPickets and demcnstrations' were held outside
hotels and cricket grounds.

"The MCC recsived an AMY deputation led by cur Hon. President, Mr, David
Ennals, ¥MP, on the morning of the first day of the Lords Test Match. The
GQuoen and the Prime Minister were approached with a request that they
should boycott the Test Match, and beth did not attend. This is the first
time that both Royalty and the Head of the Governnment refrained fron attend-
ing a Lords Test Match since this practice was first instituted in the early
190Q1 s, ‘ I

‘The press was generally unsympathetic to cur campaign although local
newspopers goave widespread coverage to action taken in their areas. This
canpaign enabled us to invelve nany new people in cur work and rusulted in
at least two new dnti-iportheid Corpmittees being formed,

Durlng the lasgt year white Scuth African hockey and swinming teans
visited the U.K, and protest demonstrations wetre organised against their
vigita,

Culturalz Enphasis is now being shifted to an extension of the cultural
Tight againgt apartheid into films. Tony Richardson, the well-imown British
-director respensible for such films as "Tom Jones", has bammed any of his
future films from being shown in South Africa. Fellowing AAM initiatives
the British Scresnwriters Guild has called for a ban on the distribution of
British films in Scuth Africa and other f£ilnm trade union moves are under
way to achieve this ban., Both John Osborne and Harold Pinter, well-known
writers for screen and stage, have indiecated support for noves of this
naturc.

- Abrogd, the Tanzanian Governnent have banned the showing of two British
films on the grounds that they were made in Scuth Africa. AAM hag contacted
African and Lsian Governments asking them to follow this example.  Various
well-known Anerican film stars have agrecd not to mllow their filns to be
shown in South Africa.

Follow:.nU vigits to South Afrlca by Dusty Springficldé and Adam Faith,
Actors' Equity reviewed its position on South Africa, and re-~iterated 1ts
opposition to racisn in entertaimment. It invited individual nembers to
sign o declaration pledging not to work in South ifrica, and this has been
signed by nany of Britain's rost prominent theatrical personalities.

After an approach by idll, Lord willis raised in the House of Lords the
questicn of the South .ifrican Gevernuent'!'s amendment to its. Copyright Act,
which would allow the works of foreign playwrights to be presented in South
Africa regardless of the playwrighi's wishes. The anendnent was. introduced
because of the almest total success of the playwrights! embarge on segregated
South African performances of thelr works, initiated by AAM in 1963, Many
American names have been added to the list of playwrights excrcising the ban,
in a declaraticn organised by the Anerican Committee on Africa.
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Academic: AAM has approached Professors and Senior Lecturers of British
Universities to sign a Declaration stating that they will not accept any
posts in South Africa. Detamls will be released at a press conference in
 mid-Kovember,

"Anti-Apartheid Newg"

The disgemination of information about Scuth Africa to as wide and

" varied an audience as posgsible is imperative to the success of our campaign
for governmental action against apartheid. News of the campaign in the world
outside is infrequent but the need to maintain a steady public interest in
South Africa remains the duty of AAM even as other events take toplcal
precedence,

The AAM decided late in 1964 to publish a monthly newspaper, with a
view to covering fully news about South ifrice and the campaigns ageinst
apartheid in the rest of the world, The paper was also designed to extend
“the political and campaigning work of the AAM itself in this country, and to
provide an additional weapon in the fight tc alert public opinion here to
the dangers of the South African gituation and the need for British action
to oppose apartheid.

Publication started in Januvary 1965 with a print order of 5,000, which
sold out almost immediately. The paper has appeared monthly, with a joint
July/ﬁuvust issue, the intention being to publish ten issues a year. Sales
have fluctuated slightly each month but circulation has regched a steady
7,000, of which 1,50C is accounted for by individual subscrlptlons.
Digtribution is largely in the U.K., though constant efforts are belng made
to expand abroad with steadily favourable results, .

The editorial and technical help of some of Britain's top journalists
"has been obtained, and together with South African writers, Journazlists and
members of AAM's Executive Committee and staff they form the editorial
comnittee for the newspaper. The paper itself was chosen for display at
the armual exhibition of the Designers and Art Dlrectors' Association.

Its guccens thus far as a campaigning weapon for AAM is undisputed.
Its sale in the streets, at meetings, in the libraries and bookshops -
while still not wide enough - has contributed to the spread of information
about AAM as well as about Scuth Africa and gpartheid, Projects for its
wider distribution are under way - in the trade unions, the universities,
the political parties of this country and abroad. The financial battle
for survival is unceasing and great efforts are needed for all members and
gupporters in expanding the sales and subscriptions to the paper,

- Trade Unions

The Trades Unicon Congress this year adopted a resolution condemning
-_.apaxtheid and calling for measures towards imposing international sanctions
through the United Nations,  The Movement is deeply comscious of the
importance of sustained work in the trade unions -~ ultimately the struggle
againset apartheid in +this country can only succeed with the fullest involve-
ment and support of the trade unions. The A4l has over the years been
astive in this work, This has not been easy. In the past year we attempted
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tc et up a committee of trade unionists whose task would be to organise
educational and other activities dimed at winning from the TUC and the
trade unions ¢oncrete action and in particular the implementaticns of the
1964 and 1965 TUC resclutions on apartheid, These attempts have not
steceeded so far. However, over the year the Movement has distributed
gquantities of education materigl, including the newspaper, to trade
unicnists, and sent speakers to address trade union meetings. Work in the
trade unions should bhe considered zs reguiring a high priority in the
coming year. ' :

Membership ‘ _

During the last year 1,275 new members joined AAM. Our $otal paid-up
membership is over 2,500. (1,000 lapsed members are being reminded to renew
their subscription by means of a special circular from the Secretary,)

Anti-dpartheid Cormittees

There are now 19 Anti-ipartheid Committess which are extremely active
and 9 which oy@Fanise sporadic activity, Five new Committees are in process
of being formed, During the cricket campsign cvery area in which a Committee
existed had pickets out, letters appeared in the local rress, leaflets were
distributed and by this prccess the attention of the local population was
focugsed on South Africa's apartheid pelicies.

Many Anti-ipartheid Committees have been instrumental in getting local
councils to implement consumer boycotts they have protested against the
export drive of the South African Government, which organises exhibitions,
gends official delegations and advertises extensively all over the country.
AA Committees remain the chief instrument for spreading cur work and many
individuals spend much time arcusing local interest om South Africa.

AA Committees now exist in all major centres in Britain.

Students

B Upiversity grcups have been particularly active in AA activities through-
. cut the year. In most Universities there are either special A4 groups or
cthor societies which have undertaken to organise meetings ete. on Scuth
Africae  Several Universities have collected funds to provide education for
students,

Thousands of students came to London in November 1964 to demcnstrate
against the leck of academic frecdom in South Afriea, and most of them
attended our November Central Hall meeting. FolloWwing an AAM Student
Conference held in February this year hundreds of students marched to
St. Martin~in-the-Fields church on Sharpeville Day and signed the Memorial
Book.

Speakers

Requests for speakers hove increased - the average is now 15 meetings
per month, thovugh the demand during this latter part of the year is much
greater than during the summer months. These requests come from schools,
Universities, United Naticns' Associations, Liberal Party groups, Constit-
uency Labour Parties and other organisations -~ in fact a fairly good cross
-section of our society.
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A significant absence is that of trade union branches. We have had
speakers from AAM at the occasionsl trade union meeting but these requests
are rare, and we must consider taking the initiative ourselves and -
arranging such meetings. :

" We have been able to call on an excellent penel of speakers for this
important aspect of our work. They =zre drawn largely from South africans
resident in this country. The response to many of the meetings has been
excellent - often locsal anti-apartheid groups are being started as a result,.
Effcrts are always made in these oceasions to enrol members, %o increase
subscriptions to "inti-uspartheid News" and to distribute our literature.
It has been felt by many speakers who undertake long journeys 'to the same
town to address small meetings that an effort should be made from this
office %0 co-ordinate such reguests, and that local organisations be
cncouraged to sponsor a joint meeting. This would serve the purpose
of prov1d1n5 a larger audience, of allowing for more extensive pre-
publicity, and save the various crganisations dupliceting the spgakers!
fares. We require that thege farces be paid and alsc that cvernight
accommodation be provided when necessary.

Pamphlets, Leaflets, & Badges

We have 'sn extensive stock of pamphlets about apartheid, plus our own
information sheets on specific subjects, anpd leaflets and posters. These
are made available at all our public meetings and are taken or sent to those

cetings for which we supply speakers. They are alsc much -in demand by our
members and many others who write to us for informaticn for both academlc
and llterury purposes as well. !

Anti-ipartheid badges continue to be in steady demand. We have sold
over 10,000 during the year and are awaiting new supplies.

Annual Political Conferences

An AAM meeting for delegates at the Liberal Assembly was chaired by
Mr. Hrio- Lubbock, M.P. and addressed by Mrs, Hilda Bernstein. 4t the Labour
Party Conference a statement criticising the Labour Government!'s step-by-step
retreat from tackling the apartheid question was distributed to delegates.

This yoar it was decided to pay special attention to overseas work
and a gub-committee was formed in order to concentrate on co-ordinating
the work of Anti-Apartheid groups abroad. Our initiative brought an

OHR FUPURE TASKS

The AAM is working in an envmronment of grow1ng racial tension every-
where, In the past we warned that the scourge of apartheid as an organised
system ef race oppresgion was contagious and would spread, bringing havoc
. and war_ln its wake, The past year has seen some of these fears materialise
" oyer. & broad.front in many countries. There’is'emerglng a8 o resuli a.
coalition of nations who are basing their policies on principles of racial
exolu51veﬁess and dlscrlmlnetlon.

. In Britain we have seen the rac1a1 question take an increasingly
“dangerous form, mainly because official policy is now reflecting some of
the features of apartheid. Step by step Britain is joining the forces of

white supremacy and race reaction. This is true not only in respect of the

‘evident retreat of the Labour Government from its promises of opposition to
epartheld and racialism in South Africa; it is reflected in the policy of
‘equivocation towards the patently racist regime in Rhode31a and in its

handling of race relations inside Britain.

The British Prime Minister may well resent the charge of racialism
being made against his policiezs. But whether he is awere -of ‘it or o,
his Govermment is pursuing a course of the gravest danger to the peace of
the world ~ a course which immeesurably strengthens the forces of racialism
and reaction everywhere and whlch provokes the dangers of a cruel race war.
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South African apartheid concentrates in a single system all the features
of racism and naticnal oppression: it embodies all the trappings of Naziw
style ruthlesancss and fascist viclence. It maintains itself not only through
the savage repression of all cpposition in the country but by armed forece and
through the support, diplomatic, political and eccnomic, that it receives
from the major Western powers.

Our Movement has the aim of assisting towards striking from the
apartheid system the support which it receives from Britain and the Western
ngtions in general. We do not preotend that through cur efforts we can bring
an end to apartheids the final salvation for the Scuth Afrmcan people will
come throubh their own efforts and struggle.

Our duty lies in glvxng support to that strusgle through campaiegns to
remove such internaticnal "intervention" that existe - trade, capital exports,
military supplics, emigrants, etc. - on the side of apartheid, and in giving
this support cur Movement will alsd be helping to cppose intornational racisms
Bacaouse of this we will be drawn into wider campaigns of protest against
racialism. We should be prepared for this. With our aims and duties clear
our programme of struggle and campaign must embrace the following tasks in
the coming year:

1. to campaign for and demand immediate and progressive changes in British
policy towards apartheid; to fearlessly expose all aspects of Anglow-
South African collaboration,

2, to advance the cause of sanctions and boycotts against Scuth Africa -
this calls for extended public activity to educate British opinion
about the feasibility and importance of economic sanctions in the
struggle for an adequate internmational policy against spartheid;
further, to extend the boyeott weapon to organise particular and special
forms of opposition to apartheid - an academic boycott, for example,
followed by declarations of individual aond collective boycotts by
members of other professions, cultural and sporting groups.

3. to step up our work of education in the trade union movement, so as to
win w%?e trade unicn support and action in the anti-apartheid struggle.

4. to intensify our efforts of education and publicity in general - to
improve our newspaper and other propaganda materials to digtribute
thenm widely and effectively and to counter at every point the effects
of South Africa's official information in favour of apartheid and
r'a.clsm.

5« 1o extend ocur overseas work so that cur efforts in Britain are paralleled
abroad by actions in Western Europe and North smerice with sustained anti-
apartheid acticns; and to encourage the formation of anti-apartheid organ—
isations in cther countries and to co-ordinate with them in joint campaigns
and activity.

6. to build the AAM : to win a large membership and anti-apartheid committee
structure; to involve other mass organisations in anti-apartheid, and
encourage the setting up of anti-apartheid action groups in all the
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professions and among all sections of British life; and to persisently
strengthen the finances of the Mcvement. :

Thig programse reguired the fullest participation of all members and
supporters. On this base the AAM will not only help in the struggle for
fresdom in South Africa but will join in the broader struggle against race
renction and those forces which are steadily moving the world towards a

digsestrous race war.
